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TDP CQ-36 IR-HEATER LAMP - INSTRUCTIONS

Function -

The TDP lamp is unlike any other heat lamp. While most lamps use
a common infrared bulb, the TDP lamp features a plate coated with
a proprietary mineral formulation consisting of 33 elements. When
activated by a built-in electric heating element, this mineral plate
emits a special band of electro-magnetic waves ranging from 2 to
25 microns in wavelength and 28 to 35 mw/sq. cm in intensity.

Please read the following instructions before using this device.

Indications for use -

The TDP CQ-36 |IR-Heater Lamp may be used for the temporary
relief of minor muscle and joint pain and stiffness, the temporary
relief of minor joint pain associated with arthritis, the temporary
increase in local circulation where applied, and the relaxation of
muscles. In addition, the TDP CQ-36 IR-Heater Lamp may also
help muscle spasms, minor sprains and strains, and minor
muscular back pain.

Application -
To use, simply direct the heat from the heating lamp on the surface
of the skin, nearest or over the afflicted part of the body.

Getting Started -

Assemble the TDP Lamp according to Figure 1 (see attached
diagram). Insert A to B and tighten C. Insert D to E and tighten F.
Insert 5 to 6, tighten G (screw) and H (screw cap).

Insert the plug into a power source of 110V supply socket and
turn on the lamp by switching Power to ON position. The
indicator will not light at this time.

Push “Start/Pause” button. The screen shall display “CONT”"
which means “continue” and the indicator lights up.

Push “Reset”, the screen will display “00:00”. Then push
“Timing” to set working time at 15 mins. (The increments of
each pushing of Timing Button is 5 mins)

Push “Start/Pause” to start the preheating.

Push “Reset” then “Timing” to set working time once the
preheating stops.

Push “Start/Pause” to activate heating works.

Aim the lamp head directly towards the body area to be treated.

The heating shuts off once the timing reaches “00:00".

The heating can be canceled any time by pushing “Reset”.
The appropriate distance from the lamp head to the area to be
treated is 20 to 30 cm. The best result is obtained when the
body surface temperature is heated to and kept at 40°C~45C
after preheating for 5 minutes.

When skin temperature is below 40°C, it is only for comfort

warming.

The following table shows the appropriate skin temperatures at
different distances from the lamp head to skin surface after
preheating for 5 minutes:

Distance from the lamp head 20cm 25cm  30cm
Skin temperature 44°C 42°C 40°C

Treatment time period: 30 to 60 minutes each time by pushing
Timing Button until the desired minute number shows in the
display.

k) Once or twice treatment per day.

The indicator pilot light will indicate the unit is warming up. After
pre-heating for 3 to 5 minutes, the unit will be ready for use. Do not
leave unit on when unattended.

Note: if the indicator light is not on and the lamp fails to heat, check
the fuse on the back of the controller. Replace if necessary.

Timing display mode: Reducing counting display mode.

The timer has accumulative timing function to check up the
accumulated working time. The initial accumulated time is 0 hour. If
the accumulated time reaches 1,000 hours, the Heat Lamp will
buzz 10 seconds and remind user to change new irradiation TDP
plate. It will reset to zero automatically and clear the accumulated
time when 1,000 hours of operation is reached.
